REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FINANCE RESOLUTION APPROVING THE NEW 
DESIGNATION AND CHANGES IN THE DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN 

ORGANIZATIONS TO RECEIVE FUNDING IN THE EXPENSE BUDGET. 
 

The Committee on Finance, to which was referred the above-captioned resolution, 
respectfully submits to The Council of the City of New York the following:

Introduction. The Council of the City of New York (the “Council”) annually adopts the 

City’s budget covering expenditures other than for capital projects (the “expense budget”) pursuant 
to Section 254 of the Charter. On June 14, 2016, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal 
year 2017 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2017 Expense Budget”). On June 26, 
2015, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2016 with various programs and 
initiatives (the “Fiscal 2016 Expense Budget”). On June 26, 2014, the Council adopted the expense 
budget for fiscal year 2015 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2015 Expense 
Budget”). 

 
Analysis. This Resolution, dated December 15, 2016, approves the new designation and
